Education advocate and business and technology leader Shmuel Meitar launched Time To Know (T2K) in 2007 as a teacher-led digital solution to improve education practices and give students the critical thinking skills they need to compete in a global economy. Based on positive educator feedback and student achievement results, the company expanded to U.S. classrooms in 2009. 

T2K’s Digital Teaching Platform is used in 150 fourth and fifth grade classrooms in Texas and New York, with ongoing expansion underway. By September 2011,Time To Know will offer digital curriculum for grades 3-5 math and English Language Arts aligned to Common Core Standards.

The Product

T2K’s Digital Teaching Platform (DTP) is the first solution available for teaching elementary math and English language arts that offers a standards-aligned comprehensive curriculum combined with research-based best practices in instruction. The DTP includes dynamic teaching tools and resources, engages students with interactive lessons, personalizes instruction, and assesses student work to give educators immediate and ongoing feedback. 

T2K’s DTP is designed for one-on-one or high-density computing classrooms and includes a variety of multimedia resources and a sophisticated teacher toolkit to engage students and encourage peer collaboration. It allows teachers to individualize student learning through customized assignments, launch activities for whole class or individual instruction, monitor student and class progress, build formative and summative assessments, and develop reports to demonstrate results. 

In addition to the platform, T2K’s solution offers comprehensive professional learning to maximize teacher effectiveness and student achievement. Through ongoing training, teachers develop strategies for individualizing instruction, building collaborative learning skills, monitoring student progress in real time, and establishing reflective teaching practices. The professional learning program includes workshops, classroom teaching with observation, and support videos embedded into each lesson.
The Results

After just one year in the T2K teaching environment, students on average experience a two-year jump in achievement scores and demonstrate improved higher-order thinking and collaboration skills.

In Texas, students at Grand Prairie Independent School District who used T2K’s DTP outscored students in control classrooms on the Texas Assessment of Knowledge and Skills (TAKS). In math, 93 percent of T2K students met proficiency standards, compared to 66 percent of control students. In reading, 90 percent of T2K students achieved proficiency compared to 69 percent of control students.
